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Chromebook Agreement
Ferri Middle School Grades 6-8

FMS students in grades 6-8 will be 1ssued Chromebooks for use in school and eventually at home. This document
provides students and their parents/guardians with information about taking care of the Chromebook, using it
approprialely for school, and being a good digital citizen.

Students and their parents/guardians are reminded that use of District Technology is a privilege and not a right and that
everything done on any District-owned computer, network, or electronic communication device may be monitored by
school authorities. Inappropriate use of District Technology is subject to all consequences outlined in the Digital
Technology Acceplable Use & Internet Safety Policy (THC R). Some of these consequences include limited or banned
computer use and/or disciplinary consequences, and/or legal action. To understand the expectations of Johnston Public
Schools, students and heir parents/guardians are responsible for reviewing the District’s Digital Technology Acceptable
Use & Internct Safety Policy. This initiative is only being offered o students at the Ferrt Middle School and Johnston
High School and not to Johaston students in private or other publicly funded educational facilities,

Ownership of the Chromebook

Johnston Public Schools retains sole right of posscssion of the Chromebook. The Chromebooks are loaned to the students
for educational purposes only until they graduate or leave the district. Moreover, Johnston Public Schools” administrative
staff and faculty retain the right to collect and/or inspect Chromebooks at any time, including via clectronic remote access,
and (o alter, add or delete mstalled software or bardware.

Responsibility for the Chromehook

Students are solely responsible for the Chromebooks issued to them and must adhere to the following:

¢ Students must comply with the District's Digital Technology Acceplable Use & Internet Safety Policy when using
their Chromebooks.

¢ Students must bring their Chromebooks Lo school every day and make sure it 1s fully charged. Disciplinary action
may result for failure to bring a fully charged Chromebook to school. If a Chromebook is missing from school for
two consecutive days, the Chromebook will be considered stolen and a police report will be filed.

e Stmudents must treat their deviee with care and never Ieave it in an unsccured location.

e Students are advised 1o keep their device in a protective case or backpack when traveling,

e Smdcnts must promptly report any problems with their Chromebook to the principal or his designee.

o Students may nol remove or interfere with the serial number and other identification tags,

¢ Students may not attempt to remove or change the physical structure of the Chromebook, including the keys, screen
cover or plastic casing.

e Students may not attempt to install or run any operating system on the Chromebook other than the operating system
supported by the districl.

® Students must keep their device clean and must not touch the screen wath anything (c.g., your finger, pen, pencil,
etc.) other than approved computer screen cleaners.

® Students must sign into their school issucd Google education account.
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Responsibility for Electronic Data

The students are solely responsible for any apps or extensions on their Chromebooks that are not installed by a member of
the district technology staff. Students are responsible for backing up their data to protect from loss. Users of District
Technology have no rights, ownership, or expectations of privacy to any data that is. or was, stored on the Chromebook.
school network, or any school-issucd applicativns and are given no guarantees that data will be retained or destroyed.

Digital Citizenship
Students must follow the six conditions of being a good digital citizen;

3. Respect Others. I will show respect to others. | wall not use clectronic mediums (o antagonize, bully, harass or stalk
other people. I will show respect for other people in my choice of websites, | will not visit sites that are degrading,
pormographic, racist or inappropriate. I will not abuse my nghts of access and I will not enter other people's private
SPACES OF Areas.

4. Protect Others. | will protect others by reporting abuse, nol forwarding iappropriate materials or communications; |
will moderate unacceptable materials and conversations, and not visit sites that are degrading. pomographic, racist or
inappropriale.

5. Respect Intellectual Property. I will request permission to use resources. [ will suitably cite any and all use of
websites, books, media etc. | will acknowledge all primary sources. T will validate information. I will use and abide

by the fair usc rules.

6. Pratect Intellectual Property. 1 will request to usc the softwarc and media others produce. | will use free and open
source alternatives rather than pirating soflware. I will purchase, license and register all software, T will purchase my
music and media, and refrain from distributing these in a manner that violates their licenses. I will uct with integrity.
Copyright and File Sharing

Students arc required to follow all copyright laws around all media including text, images, programs, music, and video.
Dowunloading, sharing, and posting online illegally obtained media is prohibited.

Spare Equipment and Lending

If a student’s Chromebook 1s inoperable, the district has a limited number of spare devices for use while the student’s
Chromebook is repaired or replaced. This agreement remains in effect for loaner computers, The student may not opt to
keep an inoperable Chromebook Lo avoid doing class work duc to loss or damage.

Insurance

Student Liability:

Damaged Device

Parcnts shall have the opportunity 1o purchase liability msurance through the Johnston Public Schools to cover damaged
devices,

Students in grades 6-12 will be issued a personal device. The initial cost of liahility insurance for an individual device will
be $40. For families with multiple children in grades six through twelve, insurance will be $40.00 for the first child and
$20.00 for each additional child. After the device is repaired the first lime, continued insurance coverage will be an
additional $20.00. Additional damage to the device beyond two times will result in (he student/family being responsible
for the cost of service and repairs.

If a student/family opts not to purchase liability insurance, the student/family assumes responsibility for the cost of
repairing/servicing the device. All service on a device is solely managed by Johnston Public Schools.

Note: Families enduring financial hardship may be considered for @ payment plan.

Lost or Stolen Device

A student/family shall be responsible for the replacement cost if a device is lost or stolen. The valuc of the device

will be prorated based on its age and replacement value.

Insurance Puyments

The initial fee of $40.00 for a single student is inlended Lo cover the period for which the student is issued the
Chromebook. As explained above, additional fees incur when the device has to be serviced or it is lost/stolen. All fees
collected by Johnston Public Schools for Chromebouk insurance wall be used exchusively to offsel the costs for
replacement parts or additional Chromebooks in support of our 1 to | technology program,
